Jesus did not quit meeting with His disciples because Judas was a 
thief, nor because Peter was fickle at times. He did not quit preaching 

and living right because some of his brethren were unforgiving and 

unkind. He did not quit his post of leadership because He had in His 
presence the adulterous woman, a gang of Pharisees, or narrow-

minded demon-worshipers. Jesus did not quit. 
 

Have you quit before? What was the reason for it? Any reason you 
might name, Jesus could have given the same.

to be discouraged. His own disciples were so slow to learn and 

hardened in their hearts, “Then Jesus got into the boat with them, 
and the wind stopped; and they were utterly astonished, for they had 

not gained ANY insight from the incident of the loaves, but their heart 
was HARDENED” (Mark 6:51-52). 

 

Jesus’ enemies were bent on His destruction, “The Pharisees went 
and plotted together how they might trap Jesus” (Matthew 22:15). 

Christ did not quit He, “Accomplished the work God gave to Him” 
(John 17:4). Jesus never quit. Jesus finished His task and was faithful
