Take Time to Be Holy

In this current crisis, some find using time wisely to be a challenge. This 

reminds me of the old song, “Take Time to Be Holy.” The first verse is, 

Take time to be holy, speak oft with thy Lord; / Abide in Him always, 

and feed on His Word. Make friends of God’s children, help those who 

are weak, / Forgetting in nothing His blessing to seek. 
 

“Take Time to Be Holy.” This phrase emphasizes the fact that you have 

to make an effort to get close to God. He is a rewarder of those who 

diligently seek Him (Hebrews 11:6), and we are to put Him first (Matt.

“Make Friends of God’s Children.” The early church loved being together 

(Acts 2:42,46), and were encouraged to be “kindly affectionate to one 

another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another” 

(Rom. 12:10). Though we are apart, we have phones, email, and social 

media to keep a check on one another. That’s a good use of time. 
 

“Help Those Who are Weak.” Paul wrote to the Ephesian elders and 

said, “I have shown you in every way, by laboring like this, that you 

must support the weak” (Acts 20:35a). Paul recognized helping the 

weak was a valuable use of time, as God commands (Psalm 82:3-4). 
 

“Forgetting in Nothing His Blessing to Seek.” This phrase reminds us to 

seek God’s blessing in all things. The only way to do this is to seek His 

approval for everything we do (Col. 3:17). May we take our time and 

use it toward holiness.
