The following is 2 Peter 1:5-11 using Greek definitions. Be willing, 
eager, diligent, & earnest in your commitment to fulfill your covenant 

obligation to God. Sacrifice your life at your own expense. Make every 
effort to supply & add to your existing (1.) Faith: 

 

2. Moral Excellence:  uncommon excellence of character worthy of 
praise, exceptional virtue bringing the finest character to your 

commitment, whether unaccompanied or within a social context. to 
aspire to the highest standards of uprightness 
 

3. Knowledge:  the comprehension or intellectual grasp of something 
 

4. Self-Control:  the restraint of one’s emotions, impulses, or desires 
 

5. Perseverance:  the capacity to bear up in the face of difficulty, 
patience, endurance, fortitude, steadfastness. a fortitude and 

endurance that comes from association with Christ 
 

6. Godliness: only of awesome respect accorded (in being conformed 
in the image and characteristics) to God, devoutness. godliness as a 

result of perseverance and steadfastness 
 

7. Brotherly Kindness: in a general sense, the love of a blood brother 

or  sister. in the literature of 2 Pt. 1:7, the sense of affection for 
fellow Christians who are brothers and sisters in Christ 
 

8. Love: the quality of warm regard with affection and genuine 

interest in others, human love without indication of the person who is 

the object of interest, very seldom, if ever, of sexual attraction 
 

IF these qualities are yours and increasing you are not useless or 
unfruitful. As long as you PRACTICE these things, you won’t stumble, 

this is the way to enter into the eternal kingdom of King Jesus.

A Dogged Servant

If you went to the Shibuya train station in Tokyo, you would see 

a bronze statue honoring a dog named Hachiko. His master 

would commute home on the train, getting off at Shibuya. Every 

day, when his master disembarked at the station, Hachiko would 

be there to greet him. On May 21, 1925, Hachiko’s master died at 

work and never returned home. For the next nine years, nine 

months, and fifteen days, Hachiko would go to the Shibuya train 

station, faithfully awaiting his master’s return. The devotion he 

showed caused him to be honored by Japan.  

 

Christians can relate to this story, because we also wait for our 

Master, King Jesus, to return. He warns us in Matthew 24 that 

we must be ready, because He will come when we don’t expect it 

(v. 44). Furthermore, He desires to find his servants doing the 

work set for them to do (v. 45, 46) and will exact a terrible 

punishment upon those who are not found doing so (v. 51). We 

can imagine the joy that such a meeting would bring between a 

faithful servant and a faithful master! May we never grow weary 

of doing good. Rather, let us take advantage of God’s patience, 

look forward to His appearing, and be faithful unto death  

(Revelation 2:10). “Blessed are those servants whom the master 

will find alert (and ready).”
