What does He 

hear in your heart? 

 

True worship flows from the heart of man. Without the heart it 

doesn’t matter what the hands, feet or lips do (Matthew 15:8 – 

“These people draw near to Me with their mouth, and honor Me with 

their lips, but their heart is far from Me”). It is possible to go 

through the motions of religion without being a true worshiper of 

God. If the heart of worship does not exist, then the order of 

worship does not matter.
