The Master said, “And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall 

make you free” (John 8:32). 
 

Sir Winston Churchill, Prime Minister of the U.K. said, “The truth is 

incontrovertible. Malice may attack it, ignorance may deride it, but 

in the end, there it is.” The first statement, “The truth is 

incontrovertible,” almost jumped off the page when l read it! 
 

What did Churchill mean with, “The truth is “incontrovertible?” 

Hidden away in the word “incontrovertible” (controver) is the word 

“controversy.” When Churchill said that truth is “incontrovertible,” 

he was saying that truth is “incapable of controversy.” Truth is 

incapable of being contradicted. Truth cannot be denied! Truth 

cannot be disputed. Truth is unchangeable. It is true! 
 

A few synonyms for incontrovertible are: accurate, authentic, 

certain, established, indisputable, irrefutable, sure, undeniable, 

unquestionable, unshakable and incontestable. Wow! 

 

God’s word is truth! In John 17:17 Jesus prayed, “Sanctify them by 

Your truth. Your word is truth.” God’s Word is truth and truth is 

incontrovertible! “Malice may attack it, ignorance may deride it, but 

in the end, there it is.” The Master said, “He who rejects Me, and 

does not receive My words, has that which judges him—the word 

that I have spoken will judge him in the last day” (John 12:48). Mr. 

Churchill, you are right! “The truth is incontrovertible.”

The Truth Should be Published

The first American multi-page newspaper was published on 

September 25, 1690, with a single edition of “Publick 

Occurrences Both Foreign and Domestick” appearing in Boston, 

Massachusetts. However, British authorities considered the 

newspaper offensive and ordered its immediate suppression due 

to “reflections of a very high nature” and “sundry doubtful and 

uncertain reports.” Many say it was the revealing of sin among 

royals that got the only edition of the paper shut down. 

The written word is powerful, conveying thoughts and ideas that 

can stir people to action. Godly people like the truth to be 

published. Weakness and ungodliness, spurs some to suppress 

the truth. “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against 

all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the 

truth in unrighteousness, because what may be known of God is 

manifest in them, for God has shown it to them”                   

(Rom. 1:18-19). Let the people of God be always                   

lovers of truth and publish it far and wide.
