What's the Difference Between a Resurrection and a Glorified Body?

Part of the problem is that some use the terms "resurrection body"
and "glorified body" in different ways. The way I understand it, the
Bible uses them interchangeably.

The key texts are 1 Corinthians 15, especially verses 35-58;
2 Corinthians 5:1-10; and Philippians 1:21-23.

1 Corinthians 15:35-49, “"But someone will say, "How are the dead
raised? And with what kind of body do they come?” 3¢ You fool! That
which you sow does not come to life unless it dies; 37 and that which
you sow, you do not sow the body which is to be, but a bare grain,
perhaps of wheat or of something else. 3¢ But God gives it a body
just as He wished, and to each of the seeds a body of its own. 3° All
flesh is not the same flesh, but there is one flesh of men, and
another flesh of beasts, and another flesh of birds, and another of
fish. 4° There are also heavenly bodies and earthly bodies, but the
glory of the heavenly is one, and the g/ory of the earthly is

another. 4 There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the
moon, and another glory of the stars; for star differs from star in
glory. 42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown a
perishable body, it is raised an imperishable body; 43 it is sown in
dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is sown in weakness, it is raised in
power; 4 it is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. If
there is a natural body, there is also a spiritual body. 4> So also it is
written, “"The first man, Adam, became a living soul.” The last

Adam became a life-giving spirit. 46 However, the spiritual is not
first, but the natural; then the spiritual. 4’ The first man is from the
earth, earthy; the second man is from heaven. %8 As is the earthy, so
also are those who are earthy; and as is the heavenly, so also are
those who are heavenly. 4° Just as we have borne the image of the
earthy, we will also bear the image of the heavenly.”

2 For indeed
in this house we groan, longing to be clothed with our dwelling
from heaven, 3inasmuch as we, having put it on, will not be
found naked. 4 For indeed while we are in this tent, we groan,

who gave to us the Spirit as a pledge. ¢ Therefore, being always
of good courage, and knowing that while we are at home in the
body we are absent from the Lord— 7 for we walk by faith, not
by sight— & we are of good courage, I say, and prefer rather to
be absent from the body and to be at home with the

Lord. ° Therefore we also have as our ambition, whether at home
or absent, to be pleasing to Him. 1° For we must all appear
before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be
recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he
has done, whether good or bad.”

When a New Testament saint dies, his soul immediately enters
into the presence of God. The earthly body remains in the grave,
awaiting the return of Christ and transformation. When Christ
returns to this earth again, our soul which has been present with
the Lord, is then united with our resurrection body, which is also
our "glorified body." I think it is safe to say that for our Lord His
resurrection body is also His glorified body.
