Christian, Be Quiet 
by Joe Chase 

 

I don’t know that I have ever heard a sermon on the need for quiet. 
Yet, the Bible teaches that God will “quiet you by his love” (Zeph. 

3:17). Peter mentions the need  for a quiet spirit, which is very 
precious in God’s sight (1 Peter 3:4). Habakkuk instructs all people 

“…the Lord is in his holy temple; let all the earth keep silence before 
him.” (Hab. 2:20) Sometimes we need to stop talking so we can 

listen, turn off the T.V. and the iPod and turn down the noise of life so 

we can truly hear God’s word. Being quiet helps us to concentrate on 
what we are responsible to change in our hearts, minds, and lives. So 

often the voices of worldly passion, selfishness, lust, fear, or hatred 
are present within us. We have skillfully ignored them so long that 

they blend in with noise of life. As Christians, we can silence those 

worldly callings as we put off the old man and put on the new. 
 

Quiet forces us to listen to our inner man to reform our character. 
Many of us don’t hear our own soul’s cry to seek God’s saving grace. 

Why are we so afraid to hear the call of our own broken lives? Some 
try to drown out the quiet with alcohol or drugs. Some try to quiet the 

Word of God by filling every moment with busyness.  
  
Habakkuk knew that focusing on the Holiness of the Lord takes a 
halting of everything else. I wonder if we remember that we are 

God’s temple. God’s rightful throne is the throne room of our hearts. 

This calls for our lives to be reverent reflections of the Heavenly Host 
reigning in our hearts.  
 

Being quiet is being responsible with our speech. We really don’t have 

to insert our opinion into every conversation. We don’t need to try to 
say everything we think. In fact, we’re much better off to be, “quick 

to hear, slow to speak” (James 1:19). Being quiet includes refraining 

from gossiping, slandering, bragging, boasting, lying, and criticizing. 
Imagine how much quieter we would be if all this speech was 

removed from our conversations. Lord, quiet my soul.

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It’s Okay to Wonder Why, But Don’t Forget Who

“O LORD, how long shall I cry, and You will not hear? Even cry 

out to You, ‘Violence!’ and You will not save…For plundering and 

violence are before me; there is strife, and contention arises. 

Therefore the law is powerless, and justice never goes forth. For 

the wicked surround the righteous…”  Twenty-six hundred years 

ago the prophet Habakkuk opened his book with these words, 

but they could have very well been written this past week. 

Violence abounds and we wonder why. 

 

Actually the why is easily answered: it is because of sin. Sin has 

ruined the world and death, disease, and violence abound 

because of it. But there is another “why” that often enters our 

minds when violence rears its ugly head. Habakkuk wondered it 

too. Why would God allow such violence to happen? It’s not 

wrong to wonder such things. 

 

In the end, Habakkuk realized that God will make things right at 

the proper time. He learned to continue to trust God and realized 

that his praise for God should also continue regardless of the 

circumstances (read Habakkuk 3). He knew that he could always 

draw strength from God, even in uncertain times. We can (and 

should) too.
