How to Loose Your Kingdom

“Saul died for his unfaithfulness…against the Lord, because he did 

not keep the word of the Lord, and consulted a medium for 

guidance. He did not inquire of the Lord; therefore He killed him, 

and turned the kingdom over to David.” (1 Chron. 10:13). 

 

Saul lost his physical life and kingdom because he didn’t keep the 

word of God and sought guidance from a medium, instead of God. 

He lost his spiritual life and spiritual kingdom for the same reasons.  

 

God rewards His people for being faithful. Hebrews 11:6 tells us 

that we must have faith to please God and that He rewards those 

“who diligently seek Him.” We must seek first the kingdom of God 

(Matthew 6:33) to stay in the kingdom. 

 

We must keep God’s word until the day we die. We can’t treat the 

Bible as a suggestion book. Saul received commands to kill the 

Amalekites and their animals. Yet, he allowed the choice animals 

and king to live. That’s not obeying God. There are times we keep 

parts of the Bible and ignore the rest. God’s kingdom doesn’t work 

that way. Separating ourselves from God is our choice. God doesn’t 

change. 

 

Saul could have stopped sinning, repented and began seeking God, 

but he chose not to. He may not have kept his physical kingdom, 

but he definitely could’ve saved his spiritual one.  

 

Value and treasure your spiritual kingdom, repent and seek God. 

He will give you restoration and salvation, as He directs your life in 

true wisdom.
