When it comes to a saved person losing their salvation the Bible has a 

word in the Old and New Testament to define them, apostate. 
Apostasy in the Greek and Hebrew is defined as: to change allegiance, 

to turn back, to be faithless, turncoat, turning around, to fall away. 

 
This is exactly what Israel did in Jeremiah 8:4-6, “Thus says the Lord, 

“Do men fall and not get up again? Does one turn away and not 
repent? 5 “Why then has this people, Jerusalem, turned away in 

continual apostasy? They hold fast to deceit, they refuse to return. 
6 “I have listened and heard, they have spoken what is not right; no 
man repented of his wickedness, saying, ‘What have I done?’ 

Everyone turned to his course, like a horse charging into the battle.” 
 

At this time in history Israel walked away from God and cut 
themselves off from Him. They refused to repent and come home. 

They abandoned their faith in God, and placed their faith in 

wickedness and what they desired.  
 

God’s response is found in Jeremiah 3:8, “For all the adulteries of 
faithless Israel, I sent her away and divorced her.” 

 

Jeremiah uses the illustration of a horse charging into battle with 
blinders on. Blinders kept horses from looking to the right or left. 

They could only see in front of them and were trained to go forward 
even if they were in a battle that guaranteed their death. They had no 

healthy fear to guide them and help them make wise decisions.

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People are very much blind like that to present day and tend to 

choose their own course in life. So many are just like the battle 

horse running as fast as they can into certain death. They choose 

to live a life filled with sin, refuse to repent, walk away from 

faith, and see no danger in it. 

 

For those who have never known God that’s understandable. Yet 

there are many who claim to be in a right relationship with God, 

yet live in continual apostasy. They choose their own path, 

abandon their faith in God, and place their faith in wickedness 

and what they desire.  

 

Some will repent of their sins in words only, and as soon as they 

repent they turn around, throw up and then lick up their own 

vomit in a life absent of a living faith. (2 Peter 2:21-22) 

 

So right now, what path are you walking down? Your path, or 

God’s path? 

 

Are you following your own course, or God’s course? The time to 

repent and return to God is right now. He loves you, is for you,
