Every day God blesses us with numerous good things and a heart 

that gives thanks to the Lord will be blessed. (Luke 17:11-19). 

 
With this in mind, let us consider ways to say “thanks.” 

Thankfulness involves: 
 

Thoughtfulness—Giving serious thought and consideration to the 

various way in which we’ve been blessed. We must not take things 
for granted! Think about how richly you’ve been blessed. Be 

thoughtful and thankful. (James 1:17; Ps. 105:1-5). 
 

Happiness—We can be happy with what we have because we know, 

love, trust and obey Almighty God! Happy are the people whose 
God is the Lord (Ps. 144:15). 

 
Appreciation—When you tell someone, “I appreciate you,” you are 

telling them, “I highly value you.” What value do you give your life? 
Your family? Your church family? (Col 2:7; 3:15). 

 

Notification—If you are thankful…tell someone! Make it known! 
Don’t keep it to yourself. Paul made a habit of telling people he was 

thankful for them and for what they had done on his behalf (Phil. 
1:3; 4:10; Philemon 1:4; Eph. 5:20). 

 

Kindness—Simple kindness shown to others is a demonstration that 
you are thankful for what’s in your life. Remember the example of 

David in 2 Samuel 9:1. 
 

Sacrifice—The Macedonians were so thankful for their spiritual 
blessings they were willing to sacrifice physically and financially   

(2 Cor. 8:5). It pleases God when we live each day as though we
