On October 16, 2007, one of the last two survivors of the Titanic, 
passed away. Barbara West Dainton died at a nursing home in 

Camborne, England, at age 96. She was only one year old when the 
Titanic sank on April 15, 1912, after striking an iceberg, and killing 

about 1500 people. 
 

There were so many tragedies surrounding the sinking of the 

Titanic. Paramount among them was the belief it was an unsinkable 
ship. This belief was so firmly held that many of the passengers 

refused to board the lifeboats even as the ship was slowly going 
under. They were sincere, but they were sincerely wrong, and many 

lost their lives as a result.
