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Moral Relativism: an ever increasing philosophy that teaches there is no absolute truth, and that
all philosophies, all religions, and all opinions are equally valid with no way to distinguish one as
being morally superior.

It’s also known by the name “tolerance.” It’s the philosophy taught that nothing is true
everywhere, and that everything is true somewhere.

Moral relativism or tolerance is the notion that truth relates to every individual’s circumstances,
their preferences, and their own bias.

John 18:37-38, “I have come into the world, that I should bear witness to the truth. Everyone
who is of the truth hears My voice.” Pilate said to Him, “What is truth?”

John 8:44, “Whenever Satan speaks a lie, he speaks from his own nature, for he is a liar and the
father of lies.”

Revelation 2:12-13, “And to the angel of the church in Pergamum write: The One who has the
sharp two-edged sword says this: ‘I know where you dwell, where Satan’s throne is; and you
hold fast My name, and did not deny My faith even in the days of Antipas, My witness, My
faithful one, who was killed among you, where Satan dwells.”

Jeremiah 5:1, “Roam the streets of Jerusalem, look now and take note. If you can find a man, if
there is one who does justice, who seeks truth, then I will pardon her.”

John 8:31-32, “If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine; and you will
know the truth, and the truth will make you free.”

John 4:23-24, “An hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the
Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers. God is spirit,
and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.”



1. Absolute Truth Can be Found in Jesus

John 14:6, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through
Me.”

2. Absolute Truth Can be Found in Jesus’ Teachings

John 8:31-32, “If you continue in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine; and you will
know the truth, and the truth will make you free.”

3. Absolute Truth Can be Found in God’s word

John 17:17, “Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.”

Isaiah 40:8, “The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God stands forever.”

John 1:17, “The law was given through Moses, grace and truth were realized through Jesus
Christ.”
