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Luke 16:22-23, “Now the poor man died and was carried away by the angels to Abraham’s 

bosom; and the rich man also died and was buried. In Hades he lifted up his eyes…” 

 

Revelation 20:14, “Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second 

death, the lake of fire.” 

 

Philippians 3:20-21, “For our citizenship is in heaven, from which also we eagerly wait for a 

Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ; 21 who will transform the body of our humble state into conformity 

with the body of His glory.” 

 

John 12:23-24, “Jesus said, “The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. Truly, truly, 

I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, 

it bears much fruit. He who loves his life loses it, and he who hates his life in this world will keep 

it to life eternal.” 

 

1 Corinthians 15:50-57, “Now I say this, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the 

kingdom of God; nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable. 51 Behold, I tell you a mystery; 

we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed, 52 in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the 

last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be 

changed. 53 For this perishable must put on the imperishable, and this mortal must put on 

immortality. 54 But when this perishable will have put on the imperishable, and this mortal will 

have put on immortality, then will come about the saying that is written, “Death is swallowed 

up in victory. 55 O death, where is your victory? O death, where is your sting?” 56 The sting 

of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law; 57 but thanks be to God, who gives us the victory 

through our Lord Jesus Christ.”

2 Corinthians 5:1-3; 8, “We know that if the earthly tent which is our house is torn down, we 

have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. 2 For indeed in 

this house we groan, longing to be clothed with our dwelling from heaven, 3 inasmuch as we, 

having put it on, will not be found naked. 8 We are of good courage, and prefer rather to be 

absent from the body and to be at home with the Lord.” 

 



Revelation 6:9-10, “The souls of those who had been slain because of the word of God and their 

testimony…cried out with a loud voice, “How long, O Lord, holy and true, will You refrain from 

judging and avenging our blood on those who dwell on the earth?” 

 

Hebrews 12:1, “We have a great cloud of witnesses surrounding us.” 

 

1 Peter 2:24-25, “Jesus bore our sins in His body on the cross, so that we might die to sin and 

live to righteousness; for by His wounds you were healed. For you were continually straying like 

sheep, but now you have returned to the Shepherd and Guardian of your souls.” 

 

Psalm 33:13-14, “The Lord looks from heaven; He sees all the sons of men; from His dwelling 

place He looks out on all the inhabitants of the earth.” 

 

Proverbs 15:3, “The eyes of the Lord are in every place, watching the evil and the good.” 

 

Acts 2:38, “Repent, and each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness 

of your sins; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” 

 

Romans 8:11, “God who raised Jesus Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal 

bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.” 

 

Romans 15:13, “Now may the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, so that 

you will abound in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.”
