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Romans 5:12, “Through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin, and so death
spread to all men, because all sinned.”

Ephesians 2:1-3,12, “You were dead in your sins, ? in which you formerly walked according to
the course of this world. 3 We too formerly lived in the lusts of our flesh, indulging the desires of
the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, even as the rest. 1> Remember
that you were at that time separate from Christ, and strangers to the covenants of promise,
having no hope and without God in the world.”

Ephesians 2:13, “But now in Christ Jesus you who formerly were far off have been brought near
by the blood of Christ.”

Galatians 4:4-5, “When the fullness of the time came, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman,
born under the Law, ° so that He might redeem those who were under the Law, that we might
receive the adoption as sons.”

Leviticus 17:11, “The life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you on the altar to
make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood by reason of the life that makes atonement.’”

Hebrews 9:22, “Without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.”

Hebrews 2:14-18, “Since the children share in flesh and blood, (since they are made of flesh and
blood) Jesus Himself likewise also partook of the same, that through death He might render
powerless him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, '3 and might firee those who

through fear of death were subject to slavery all their lives. 1% For assuredly Jesus does not give
help to angels, but He gives help to the descendant of Abraham. '” Therefore, Jesus had to be
made like His brethren in all things, so that He might become a merciful and faithful high priest
in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. 1® For since He
Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, He is able to come to the aid of those who
are tempted.”

John 1:14, “The Word became flesh, and dwelt among us.”



Matthew 8:28-34, “The herdsmen ran away, and went to the city and reported everything,
including what had happened to the demoniacs. 3* And behold, the whole city came out to meet
Jesus; and when they saw Him, they implored Him to leave their region.”

John 11:35, “Jesus wept.”

Hebrews 5:7, “In the days of Jesus’flesh, He offered up prayers with loud crying and tears to
the One able to save Him from death, and Jesus was heard because of His piety.”

Matthew 26:15-16, “Judas said, “What are you willing to give me to betray Jesus to you?” The
chief priests weighed out thirty pieces of silver to him. 1% From then on Judas began looking for a
good opportunity to betray Jesus.”

Mark 14:33-34, “Jesus began to be very distressed and troubled. 3* And He said to the
disciples, “My soul is deeply grieved to the point of death.”

Mark 14:36, “Abba! Father! All things are possible for You; remove this cup from Me.”

Matthew 11:28-30, “Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and I will give you
rest. ?° Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you
will find rest for your souls. 3 For My yoke is easy and My burden is light.”
