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Jonah 2:7, “As my life was slipping away, I remembered the Lord. And my earnest prayer went
out to You in your holy Temple.”

Remember: to be mindful of

Nehemiah 9:1;3;5, “The sons of Israel assembled. They confessed (their sins) and worshiped
the Lord their God. Then the Levites said to the Lord, “May Your glorious name be blessed and
exalted!”

1. El Shaddai: The All-Sufficient One, Lord God Almighty

Genesis 17:1, “The Lord appeared to Abram and said, “I am God Almighty,; walk before Me,
and be blameless.”

2. El Elyon: The Most High God

Genesis 14:19, “Blessed be Abram of God Most High, Possessor of heaven and earth.”

3. Adonai: Lord, Master

Genesis 15:2, “Abram said, “O Lord God.”

4. Yahweh: Lord, Jehovah

Genesis 2:4, “This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the
day that the Lord God made earth and heaven.”

5. Jehovah Nissi: The Lord my Banner, The Lord my Miracle

Exodus 17:15, “Moses built an altar and named it The Lord is My Banner.”



6. Jehovah-Raah: The Lord My Shepherd

Psalm 23:1, “The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want.”

7. Jehovah Rapha: The Lord Who Heals

Exodus 15:26, “If you will give earnest heed to the voice of the Lord your God, and do what is
right in His sight, and give ear to His commandments, and keep all His statutes, I will put none
of the diseases on you which I have put on the Egyptians, for I, the Lord, am your healer.”

Psalm 103:1-5, “Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me, bless His holy name.

2 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget none of His benefits; 3 who pardons all your sins, who
heals all your diseases,; * who redeems your life from the pit, who crowns you with unfailing love
and compassion, *> who satisfies your years with good things, wo that your youth is renewed like
the eagle.”

8. Jehovah Shalom: The Lord is Peace

Judges 6:23-24, “ The Lord said to Gideon, “Peace to you, do not fear, you shall not die.”
> Then Gideon built an altar there to the Lord and named it The Lord is Peace.”

1 John 3:1, “See how great a love the Father has for us, that we would be called children of
God.”

John 15:9, “Just as the Father has loved Me, I have also loved you; abide in My love.”

1 John 4:8, “God is love.”
