Drift: to slip away, to drift away, to flow past. “I am lost and have drifted from my purpose.”

Hebrews 1:14, 2:1, “Are not all angels sent to serve those who will inherit salvation?”” For this
reason we must pay much closer attention to what we have heard, so that we do not drift away
fromit.”

John 17:17, “Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is truth.”

Sanctify: to make holy, to set apart, to purify

Sanctification is a positional truth, as well as a continual process.



Hebrews 2:2-3, “For if the word spoken through angels proved unalterable, and every
transgression and disobedience received a just penalty, 3 how will we escape if we neglect so
great a salvation?”
